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Captain’s Message: 
 
Please remember to call the Pro Shop on days when the weather may be questionable 
or it’s been stormy.  And remember that although it may be nice at your house, it could be rainy at Shoreline 
- or vice versa.   
 
Tournaments 
 
Match Play Coming Up   April 12, 19, 26 
 
Remember to sign up for our annual Match Play tournament.   You must sign up on the Shoreline PWGA site 
like you do for regular play.   AND you need to either mail Cathy Priest a check for $5 or sign up at the club 
and put $5 in the envelope.  If you are sending a check, please send Cathy an email so she will know to 
expect it.   The last day to sign up will be Tuesday April 5th.  You will not be able to sign up on the 
Shoreline PWGA site after that date.  So if you want to play please sign up on the site ASAP.  Also, you 
must be able to play all 3 weeks in order to participate. 
If you can not play all three weeks, you can play behind the field – no tournament, just a fun game – you can 
sign up for that at the Shoreline PWGA site for each of the 3 playdays. 
 
Winter Rules 
 
There’s been some confusion as to how and when we allow you to move the ball.   We actually allow 
“preferred lies (WINTER RULES)” when the Tournament Chair deems it appropriate for that day of play 
(generally when conditions wet, cart path only) – you should always review the white board before teeing off 
to know whether we are allowing preferred lies that day.  On days when we are playing WINTER RULES, 
look for some stickers next to the white board that you can put on your scorecard as a reminder.     
 
NO WINTER RULES ON TROPHY DAY:  Also, the Board reviewed our decisions on Trophy Day and 
because we are now posting all of these as Tournament scores, and because they are considered a 
“significant” tournament, we will NOT play “preferred lies”(Winter Rules) on Trophy Day.  That means you 
play the ball as it lies; and everyone is playing the same.   The only exception to this is the  “poop” rule (if 
your ball is sitting in/or covered with poop – you may lift, clean, and replace).     
  
Number of Players for Trophy Day 
 
The Board has reviewed our membership count and has changed our standing rule to allow us to have a 
Trophy Day with a minimum of 16 players instead of 20.     
 
PWGA Rebate for Multi-club members 
 
For those of you that belong to more than one PWGA club, please be reminded that you are entitled to 
receive a rebate of the duplicate $26 that you paid to each of your clubs for PWGA membership.   There is a 
form on the PWGA site (http://golfpwga.org/forms/membershipRebateForm11.pdf).     You must submit this 
form prior to September 30, 2011, and expect to wait a few weeks before you receive your refund.
